A Message from the Safe Arrival Team
Whether you are a new Angier family or have been here for years, please take a moment to review the Safe Arrival/Safe Dismissal procedures outlined below.
· If your child will be absent or tardy, please call the Safe Arrival line (NOT the main office line) at 559-9320 before 8:30am. You will be prompted to leave a message stating the date, your child's name and teacher's name, and whether your child will be absent or tardy.

· If your child will be dismissed in a different way than usual (going home with a friend, being picked up instead of going to AASP, etc.), please write a note to your child's teacher with the details. It is extremely important that you include your child's last name and name of teacher on these notes, as they all get sent down to the office and often become separated from the class attendance lists.

· If your child normally takes the bus but will be going home a different way, be sure to notify the school. Otherwise we will be holding the bus waiting for your child, which will delay all the other children from arriving home.

· If a child is going home on the bus as the guest of another child, we must have two notes -- one from each child's family.

· If your child will be missing school before or after a holiday or vacation break, please notify the school in advance.

You might find it more convenient to fill out the printed forms available in the office to provide the necessary information when your child will be absent, tardy, dismissed early, or dismissed in a different way than usual. These forms can then be given to the teacher or left in the basket under the clock in the office. If your child is marked absent and we have not heard from you, we must set into motion the emergency procedures for locating your child, so we greatly appreciate your cooperation in helping things run smoothly and safely!
